"A good news article"

The title - to attract interest

Introduction: This should be brief, continue to pique interest, and summarise what the article is about. The introduction should be able to answer WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN and HOW. NOTE: The introduction should not start a story or repeat what has already been said! Quotes may be worth highlighting in an introduction.

Less effective introduction: 
This week ICLD launched a new report on how to strengthen local democracy in Tanzania. The report shows how efforts should be made at the local level in different areas to strengthen democracy development at the local level.
- Our report, a collaboration between different stakeholders, shows how we can strengthen democracy development at the local level in Tanzania," says Hen Hensson, researcher and author of ICLD's new report.

Effective induction: 
Training and empowering women politicians, establishing citizens' offices and promoting youth participation. These are several examples of efforts to strengthen democratic development at the local level in Tanzania, according to a new report by ICLD.

- "We see that educating women is crucial and, in the long run, the most effective way to achieve more democratic development in Tanzania," says Hen Hensson, researcher and author of ICLD's new report.

Body Text: This text describes what it's about. It's OK to use chronological order here. But always remember to write simply, clearly and understandably for EVERYONE in the target audience: Less is more, kill your darlings, and the recipient rarely has the knowledge you have.

The body text can be divided effectively using subheadings. Subheadings should consist of something found in the text below. Subheadings help the reader to easily scan the text, find the most important information and continue to focus on the text.

Sometimes contact information, read more, etc. can be placed at the end (also in the text). For web articles, there is an opportunity for links, etc.
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
